1. The department is in a position to start the BBA program from Fall 2010 as the BBA program has already been approved by the Academic council and Syndicate, Whereas the for most of the bidding parties it would be near to impossible to start the program from Fall 2010. 

2. The department with the inclusion of new faculty members now is in the position to start the BBA program, whereas the bidder will have to go through the hiring process in order to have the required number of Faculty and administrative staff in order to start the program.

3. The infrastructure is already available and with some modifications and up gradation the program can start from Fall 2010.

4. The total Revenue the university will earn if the department starts the program will always be more than any offer given by any bidder.

5. The total amount of net income in present value term the university can earn if the department takes up this project will be Rs. 2.5 billion (working attached).

6. The department will admit a percentage of students on subsidized rates that will help the university to maintain its goodwill and social responsibility.

7. There will be a lot of cross discipline advantages which can add on the revenues and reduction of cost.

8. If the university itself will manage the accommodation of the QASMS students on cost basis, it will benefit the students financially whereas the bidder will still run it with profit motives which will be expensive.
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
